1  Attaching the side panels into the face frame 

 Start by placing the face frame (A) flat on a smooth surface that will not scratch or damage the face of the cabinet, such as a 
towel or piece of cardboard (1) from the packaging.  

 
 

 
NOTE: Identification: Face frame /Side panels of BASE CABINET are longer than Face frame /Side panels of TOP CABINET. 

  
 Install the two side panels (B) into the mating grooves on the face 

frame (A) by: aligning the wooden dowels & male connectors on side 
panel (B) to the holes & female connectors on face frame (A).  

 Use both hands to firmly press the side panels (B) down at all 
locations with connectors to ensure they lock together tightly.

 Aligning the female connectors on back panel (C) to the male 
connectors on top/bottom panels (E).

4  Attaching the side panels to bottom panel. 

 

IMPORTANT:  Use your hands to grab the 2 side panels (B/G) inward at all locations with connectors to ensure they 

lock together with (C/H) tightly. 

 Install the two side panels (B/G) to the back panel (C/H) by:  aligning the wooden dowels & female connectors on the back panel 
(C/H) to the holes &  male connectors on side panels (B/G). 

 

5  Attaching the toe kick for the bottom cabinet 

 Slide the toe kick (J) into grooves in the bottom (I), make sure the 
male connector on toe kick (J) is aligned with female connector on 
the bottom panel (I).  

 Use both hands to firmly press toe kick (J) to ensure connectors 
they lock together tightly.

8  Attaching 2 cabinets together 

 Install 8 metal plates (GG) into the underside of the TOP CABINET and secure with 2 screws (BB) for each metal plate (DO NOT 
TIGHTEN THE SCREWS AT THIS STEP) 

 
IMPORTANT: To lift the Pantry up, at least 2 people are required. 

 

NOTE: Metal brackets GG and screws BB are 
packed inside the BASE CABINET package 

 

 Install the top into the base so that the dowels and the metal plates on the top are aligned with the base. 
 Secure with 2 crews (BB) for each metal plate at the base then tighten all the screws both top and base.

9  Installing the shelves 

 
 Insert the shelf pins with pre-drilled holes on each 

side panel. 
 Tilt the shelf (D) to fit inside the face frame and snap 

over the shelf pins (AA). 
 To remove the shelf, push the tabs (1) on the shelf 

pins and lift the shelf.

 You can remove and reposition the door to the other side of 
the face frame at any time using the pre-drilled holes. For 
pre-drilled holes that are not used, you can cover them up 
using a wax pencil or touch-up paint pen.
