This Commix Exposed Roller Shower Door can be
installed to open from either side of your enclosure
depending on showerhead/control valve location.

The Glass Door should be installed on the same
side as showerhead/control valve for optimal water
retention.

NOTE: For the purposes of these instructions, the
installation will be shown with the Glass Door (E)
to the left of the enclosure.
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IMPORTANT: Incorrect measurement may prevent proper
door closure. Double-check measurement.

Before beginning installation, verify the door assembly will fit
within the horizontal opening of the shower enclosure.

For the 48 3/8" door, the opening must be between 46" - 48 3/8".
For the 60 3/8" door, the opening must be between 56" - 60 3/8".

Measure distance “W1” of upper shower enclosure opening
and distance “W2” of lower shower enclosure opening.

Both measurements should be within the dimensions listed
above for required opening widths.

DO NOT lift the glass using the handle;

1. Insert the Glass Door(E) into the Guide Block(A) as Fig.a;

2.From inside of enclosure, carefully, and with assistance from another capable person,
hang sliding Glass Door(E) and Roller (I) onto Upper Guide Rail(K).as Fig.b ;

3. If the Glass Door (E) is not aligned with the wall, the door height at each roller can be
individually adjusted from inside the shower enclosure using the adjustment
wrench.Using larger hex slot on provided adjustment wrench, carefully loosen nut but do
not remove.Using large wrench on provided adjustment wrench, rotate large plastic nut
as Fig.c, Fig.d and Fig.e. This will raise or lower the door panel at this location.
4.Repeat step 3 until the Glass Door (E) aligns with the Wall.
