Mounting to 5 Drawer Cart

1.

Remove the four Nuts and Bolts from the corners opposite the Handle. Do not reuse bolts and nuts.

2. Line up the Mounting Plate with the holes on the cart, then secure the Tray using four Carriage Bolts and four Nuts.

Mounting to Full Bank Cart

1. Line up the Mounting Plate with the holes on the full bank cart.

2. Secure the Tray using four Button Head Hex Screws and four Nuts.
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Mounting to a Different Cart

Note: Pilot holes may need to be drilled into mounting surface:

1. Using the Mounting Plate, determine if the Inner or Outer Mounting Holes are
best for the mounting surface. Both Do Not need to be used.

Using the Mounting Plate as a template, mark locations of Mounting Holes on mounting surface.
Using a drill bit appropriate for the Bolts, drill pilot holes into the marked locations.

Position the Mounting Plate so the Mounting Holes align with pilot holes.
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Thread Bolts/Screws through Mounting Holes and into pilot holes, then secure with Nuts.

Mounting to a Series 3 Roller Cabinet

1. Line up the Mounting Plate with the holes on the Roller Cabinet.

2. Secure the Tray using four Button Head Hex Screws and four Nuts.

1. Lift up the Tray until it is high enough for the Support to clear the Lip.
