Make any final adjustments to the Door assembly
within the Wall Jamb (D). Make sure that the entire
assembly sits tight down onto the threshold.

From inside the shower, drill holes into the Wall
Jamb (D) near the center at the top and bottom of
the profile using an @ 1/8” drill bit. (Fig 18.1 & 18.2)

Note: Do not drill the profiles throughout, only

Secure the Door assembly to the Wall Jamb (D)
using the Screws ST4x12 (cc) and the raised white
washers. (Fig 18.3 & 18.4)

Cover the exposed screw heads and washers with
the Decorative Caps (dd). Repeat this step on the
strike side wall profile as well. (Fig 18.5 & 18.6)

Cover the Wall Jamb(D) with the Decorative Caps
(F). Repeat this step on the strike side wall profile as
well. (Fig 18.7 & 18.8)
