INSTALLATION GUIDE

CAUTION: To reduce the risk of breakage, keep corner protectors on glass while installing.
Keep corner protectors for use in case future adjustments are needed.
Consult your local plumbing codes prior to installation.

Recommended Clearance Heights for Installation:
58 inches (147.3 cm). 70 inches (177.8 cm)

Recommended Width for Installation:
60-inch enclosure:

56 - 60 inches (142.2- 152.4 cm)
54-inch enclosure:

50 - 54 inches (127- 137.2 cm)
48-inch enclosure:

44 - 48 inches (111.8-121.9 cm)
